

Our Solar System – Culminating Task

Overview
Over the past few weeks we have studied our solar system. We have learned about each of its components. Each you created a model diagram of our solar system using Smart Notebook software. We have engaged in activities to help us understand the relative sizes of these objects and the vast distances between them. We have also learned about the unique features and characteristics of each of the planets in our solar system. Lastly, each of you has created an information paragraph comparing and contrasting a planet of your choice to our home planet Earth.

Your summative task for this section of our Space unit is to share some of your work in an organized, rehearsed oral presentation. Your presentation will have three main sections: an introduction, a body, and a conclusion. The body will include:
1. Sharing your Smart Notebook file of the model solar system diagram you have constructed. You will identify the planet you are presenting, showing your classmates its location in the solar system. You may wish to identify moons that orbit your planet if any do. 

2. Sharing the effective information paragraph you have created which compares a planet of your choice to Earth. During this section you will read your paragraph to the class, however, the paragraph will not be displayed on the Smartboard. Instead you must have pictures displayed to which will compliment the text you have written.
3. Sharing the papier-mâché model you created of your planet that will reflect the planets unique characteristics and features. You must plan time within your presentation to show your papier-mâché model and identify the features that you have included.
